Graffiti
removal is planned for the next maintenance day.

Pavements are for pedestrians

Pavements are public spaces intended for safe and
comfortable use by all pedestrians, including people using
wheelchairs, pushing prams or walking with children.

While the City does not maintain pavements, residents are not
permitted to alter, build or garden on them in ways that make
them difficult to use. There should be no steps, steep inclines,
or flowerbeds that force pedestrians into the road. Parkview is
on a slope, and we understand that levels can be challenging.
However, where the level of a garage or pedestrian gate

is significantly higher than the pavement, the appropriate
solution is to step the entrance back or adjust levels internally,
not to extend steep or raised structures onto the pavement.

The original pavements were constructed using tar, which
remains the preferred surface, because it's easier for the City
to reinstate after repairs. We appeal to residents to consider
both accessibility and neighbourliness when making changes.
A functional pavement benefits everyone.
